Players under 14 (in Israel – up to 8th grade) 
Players under 18 (18 year old 12th graders may 
participate in this group) 
Ages 18-26 

- All stages of the competition will be open to the public. 
- The decisions of the jury are indisputable at every stage 

of the competition are final and indisputable
